PET is a proven diagnostic imaging tool that displays the function in the organ systems of the human body, unobtainable through any other means.  It can effectively pinpoint the source of many of the most common cancers.  PET diagnoses cancer at its earliest stages.  PET shows the progress of the disease and how the body responds to treatment.

Things You Need to Know to Prepare for Your Exam:

· Do not eat or drink for at least 6 hours before the exam, except water.  

· If you are diabetic, do not eat or drink for at least 4 hours before the exam, except water.

· Do not eat mints, chew gum, smoke or drink caffeine on the day of the exam.

· Current medications need to be approved by your physician and Diagnostic Center.

· Approved medications may be taken with water.

· An intravenous catheter will be inserted into a vein in your arm.

· No strenuous exercise 24 hours prior to exam.

· The exam will last 2-3 hours.

· An official report will be provided to your physician.
