
CT scan 

A computerized tomography (CT) scan combines a series of X-ray images taken from different angles around your body and uses computer processing to create cross-sectional images (slices) of the bones, blood vessels and soft tissues inside your body. CT scan images provide more-detailed information than plain X-rays do.
CT scan of the Head, Sinus, Facial Bones, Orbits, Spine, or Extremity

Things You Need to Know to Prepare for Your Exam:
· No special diet or preparation is required. 

· You should wear comfortable, loose-fitting clothing to your exam. 
· You will be asked to lie on the X-ray table so that the part of your body being examined will move into the scanner.

· A CT exam usually takes 15-30 minutes.

· An official report will be provided to your physician

Things You Need to Know to Prepare for Your Exam:

· You should wear comfortable, loose-fitting clothing to your exam. 

· Do not eat anything 4 hours prior to your exam. You are encouraged to drink clear liquids.
· Take your medications as usual.

· A special dye called contrast media is needed, to help highlight the areas of your body being examined. This requires an IV line to be started.
· If you are allergic to the contrast media (x-ray dye) given for an angiogram, CT scan or IVP, please notify your provider.  A pre-medication may be prescribed for the exam if IV contrast is needed.

· You may need to have lab work prior to your scan in order to check your kidney function.  This will depend on the scan you are having and your symptoms.  Also, if you have had the needed lab work done recently at your physician’s office, we may be able to use those results if they were done 60 days prior to your schedule scan.

· You will be asked to lie on the CT table so that the part of your body being examined will move into the scanner.

· A CT exam usually takes 30 - 60 minutes depending on the body part being examined.
· An official report will be provided to your physician. 
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
